The 34th Annual New York State 4-H Agribusiness Career Conference will be held on
October 28 and 29, 2010 at SUNY Cobleskill and local agri-businesses. The conference
is co-sponsored by NYS 4-H, the NYS Farm Bureau, and the State University at
Cobleskill. This career exploration conference is open to all youth ages 14 and over who
wish to become more aware of opportunities with agriculture and also academic
requirements for professional positions available in the various agri-business. It will
feature mini-tours to farms and operations in the Cobleskill area as well as seminars,
guest speakers and guided tours of the SUNY Cobleskill agriculture facilities.

Participants and chaperones will be staying at the Best Western Inn in Cobleskill, located
at the eastern end of town on the north side of Route 7 (behind Burger King).

Ben Werner, 2009 Scholarship Winner —currently entering his sophomore year at
Cornell University

Ben has donated a “World in Motion” workbook/curriculum to our Madison County 4-H
office. This is a curriculum from the Society of Automotive Engineers and was given to
Ben at a conference he attended. “World in Motion” is designed for youth in the 9-12
year old age group but can present interesting challenges for older youth also.

Fourth graders are asked to design sails for a skimmer — a paper sailboat propelled by
fans across the floor. They test the effect of different sail shapes, sizes and construc-

tion methods. Friction, forces, and the effect of surface area are some of the physical

phenomena students encounter in this challenge.

Fifth graders make balloon-powered toy cars. Jet propulsion, friction, and air resistance
are the core scientific concepts in this challenge.

Sixth graders participate in the Steel Can Rover Challenge — making rolling toys from
coffee cans, powered by rubber bands and weights. Physical concepts include inertia,
friction and energy transformation.

Leaders may sign the book out by coming to the 4-H office or arranging for someone to
pick it up for them. Ask to see it at your One-on-One meeting in October.
