Itôs not too late to get involved in the animal science educational events and          
practices. Dairy Bowl, Horse Bowl and Hippology practices will be held on           
Saturdays in February and March to prepare for the educational event contests that 
are held in March. The bowl contests are similar to a jeopardy game where the 
questions are about the species of animal either horse or dairy. Hippology is      
another educational competition set up with stations that pertain to the horse.           
Individual and team scores are awarded in three divisions- Novice, Jr & Sr. There 
are opportunities to go to the state and national level contests for the Jr and Sr  
winners.     
 

You donôt have to own a cow or horse to participate or even be in an animal club, 
all that is required is you like having fun learning about the animal and want to meet 
some new friends who think they are cool too.  Practices are open to all even if you 
are not interested in competing and would just like to learn more.  To compete in 
March you must be a regular 4-H member (3rd grade ï 19 years old).         
 

Practices will be held at the 4-H office, local farms and the college.  Both practices 
are held on Saturday, Dairy Bowl meets 1:00-3:00 and Horse Bowl Meets 3:00-
5:00. Call or email April if you would like to sign up for the fun and for locations. 
 
 
4-H will be offering a Agricultural Safety Certification Course for 14 & 15 year old 
youth who anticipate working on a farm or agricultural business. The objective of this 
course is to reduce the number of injuries and deaths resulting from farm related    
accidents, especially with young people in Madison County. Those who satisfactorily 
complete the course will receive the certificate which allows them to work for hire at 
age 14 & 15.  Employers must request a copy of this certificate from young employees. 
You must be 14 in order to take this course for a certificate. Again this year a special 
emphasis will be offered involving lawn mowers and other lawn, yard, and garden 
equipment. The course consists of 7 classes that will be held at Cornell Cooperative 
Extension of Madison County, Cazenovia Equipment, Kelseyôs Monanfran Farms, 
Morrisville State College, Blue Seal IL Richer and Madison Central School. A detailed 
schedule will be handed out at the first class. It will be the responsibility of the student 
to have transportation to the class site each week.   
 

In order to qualify for the certificate, participants must attend scheduled class sessions, 
complete the workbook provided, pass a written exam and complete the practical   
driving exam. The 4-H Agricultural Safety and Certification Course class fee will be 
$10.00 for the manual and printed materials. The fee will be collected at the first      
session. This program is a cooperative effort of Cornell Cooperative Extension of  
Madison County, the Madison County FFA Agricultural Programs, and Morrisville State 
College.  Pre-enrollment is required. Contact Cornell Cooperative Extension of      
Madison County 4-H Program, PO Box 1209, Eaton Street, Morrisville, NY 13408, or 
call (315) 684-3001 to enroll or for more information.

The annual Dairy Discovery program provides New York youth with fun, hands-on 
science-oriented learning experiences on dairy production and management topics 
which feature the unique facilities, industry professionals, and staff of Cornell                 
University.

March 25-26, 2011. The youth will spend the 1½ days (Friday afternoon until Saturday 
late afternoon) on campus learning about dairy careers and rotating through a series 
of hands-on stations which focus on a specific aspect of the dairy field each year. The 
focusing for the Dairy Discovery workshops changes each year but includes the     
following areas: Dairy Herd Health and Management, Calf and Heifer Production  
Management, Quality Milk and Milk Production, Whole Farm Management Planning, 
and Maximizing the Feed Management Program.
