YOUTH GOAT EDUCATIONAL DISPLAY - Intended to generate interest for the goat industry and
educate the public on dairy and/or meat goats.

We have added two Educational Display Contests to our youth activities in the goat barn during
the NY State Fair for youth who are exhibiting goats at the fair. One contest is for individuals and the
other is for groups. Please, keep an eye out for any posters and/or 3 dimensional displays about
goats that your youth enter at your county fair that would serve as great teaching tools for the public
if displayed in the goat barn rather than in the youth building. If you have goat related displays that
qualify at the county level, please keep this statewide contest in mind. The youth exhibitor or group
would have to make a decision as to whether to compete in this event in the goat barn or to compete
in the traditional educational display contests that take place in the Youth Building.

4-H Goat Educational Display Contest — Open to all Goat 4-H'ers exhibiting at the NY State Fair
Entry must be a poster or 3-dimentional display that can be hung or placed on a 2’ x 3’ counter
space. Exhibitor can be an individual or a 4-H group. There are two divisions: one for individuals and
one for 4-H groups. Limit of one entry per exhibitor (or group) in each division. Entry must be
submitted at the time of goat check-in and will be displayed in the goat barn throughout the youth
goat rotation.

1. All entries must be accompanied by an Exhibitor Information Statement Card available from your
county Cornell Cooperative Extension office.

2. Anposter (at least 14"x 22"), poster series, or 3-dimensional exhibit related to goats or the goat
industry that can be hung on a walll or fit on a 2'x 3’ counter space. Display table caution: the
public will have access; therefore do not use valuables as part of your display.

3. Display must have been entered at the county level and awarded a blue or red ribbon and
should be self-explanatory through the use of appropriate captions, signs or labels.

4. Entry will be evaluated on content, illustration, organization, clarity, visual appeal and readability.
Juniors and seniors will be judged separately.

5. Two divisions are available: one for competing 4-H groups and one for individuals. Limited to
one entry per exhibitor in each division. Ribbons and premiums will be awarded.

We have extended the amount of time that Youth Meat Goats are at the fair to being the same
amount of time as the dairy goats. They will need to be in place by 9 AM, Thurs Aug 25 and depart
on the following Tuesday evening, August 30. This will let us spread out our dairy and meat goat
activities and give our exhibitors opportunities to participate in more activities. Because we will have
more goats at the fair on Thursday, Friday and Saturday than we’ve had in the past, we anticipate
having no tack pens available this year. Please note that Youth Meat Goats that are also
competing in the Meat Goat Open Show will need to depart on Tuesday August 30 when the Youth
Goat Activities end and return later when the open meat goat show activities start.

Following the example of the National Livestock Judging Competition, the Youth Livestock Judging
Competition at the NYS Fair may now include classes of meat goats. If Meat Goat Youth plan to
compete in both the Livestock Judging Contest and the Kimber Hamm Goat Rancher Competition at
the NYS Fair, we request that they notify the Youth Meat Goat Assistant Superintendent prior to
August 30t to avoid scheduling conflicts between the two competitions.

At the March Dog Madness program on March 19, we were able to meet the new State Fair Dog
Show Superintendent, Liz Meacham. Liz has some very good new ideas about the shows at the
State Fair and met with a group of leaders and 4-H staff to discuss some of them.

As in the past, the Coliseum will be the location of the Obedience and Agility shows on Wednesday
August 31. The Agility ring will remain the same as last year. The obedience rings will move slightly
to provide for a “Sits and Downs” ring at the end of the arena where the Drill Teams have entered in
the past. When you finish your obedience class, you should go to the “Sits and Downs” ring and wait

to do your exercises. This will make it quicker and easier for the handler/dog team to finish %

their exercises and relieve some of the crowding around the rings.

New this year! A county booth competition will be held. Every county will select a show ring “box seat”
booth when they register at the show. Counties will display a banner or some form of county
identification on the front of their booth and an educational display on the back railings of their booth.
This display should be a poster format for public outreach/education. Your booth will be judged on the
Danish System and blue, red, and white ribbons will be awarded. Rosettes will be given for outstanding
booths. 40% of your score will depend on the care of the dogs within your booth, 20% will depend on the
educational information you display, 20% will be based on your outreach to the public (answering
questions, being friendly and welcoming to those who stop to look at your displays and your dogs) and
20% will depend on the cleanliness of your booth after the show. Ribbons will be awarded on Thursday
at the Youth Arena Dog Show. Stay tuned for more information about this new competition.

The second day of the dog show will be Thursday, September 1, in the Youth Arena (same location as
last year). Ring 1 will begin at 9:00 am with Rally Novice A, followed by Rally Novice B, Rally Advanced
and Rally Excellent. Ring 2 will start at 9:00 am with Grooming and Handling A followed by G&H B and
G&H C. In order to speed up the judging process for Grooming and Handling, a dog inspection for
“grooming” will be done by a separate person before the class enters the ring and the judge will evaluate
the “handling” portion of the score sheet.

Score sheets are posted on the Cornell website at: http://www.ansci.cornell.edu/4H/dogs/
dog_scoresh.html Take a look at them so you know what to practice and how the judge will be scoring
your performance. If you have questions about them, ask your club leader or call Peg at the 4-H office.
Remember that you must qualify to show your dog at the State Fair and you must have your
animal ID forms completed by June 1.

Clever Clovers 4-H Club

We are all loving the gluten-free recipes the Clever Clovers are preparing! We have many
yummy recipes and | have picked a few more to share with you this month! One of our club’s
favorites is Oatmeal-Peanut Butter Power Bars. The recipe follows:

Oatmeal-Peanut Butter Power Bars
Ingredients:

Cooking spray

Y2 cup honey

Y2 cup creamy peanut butter

2 tablespoons maple syrup

1 tablespoon canola oil

Ya cup light brown sugar

Vs teaspoon cinnamon

1 teaspoon vanilla extract

2 cups rolled oats

2 cups rice chex

Y2 cup chopped roasted peanuts
Y2 cup chopped dried apricots

Y2 cup chopped dried figs

Y2 teaspoon kosher salt

Directions:

Spray a 9" X 13” pan with cooking spray and set aside. In a small saucepan over medium heat,
combine honey, peanut butter, maple syrup, canola oil, brown sugar, cinnamon. Stir and cook
until mixture just begins to bubble, about 3 to 5 minutes. Remove from heat and stir in vanilla
extract. In a large bowl, combine oats, rice chex, peanuts, apricots, figs, and salt.

Pour peanut butter mixture over oatmeal mixture and stir gently with a spatula until
well-combined. Transfer to the 9” X 13" pan, cover with wax paper and press firmly into pan.
Allow to cool completely (cools faster in refrigerator). Cut into squares or bars.

Nutrition analysis per serving:

Calories—240; total fat—10 g; saturated fat—1.5 g; carbohydrate—30 g; protein—6 g; sodium—
70 mg

Another recipe that got good reviews is this adaptation of 7-Layer Cookies, adapted by club
leader MaryLou Durfee:

Gluten-Free Seven-Layer Cookies:

Preheat oven to 350 degrees F.

Melt 1 stick of butter or margarine in a 13" X 9” baking pan. Spread evenly over the bottom.
Sprinkle evenly 1 7% cups of crushed chocolate gluten-free chex over the melted butter.
Sprinkle evenly in the following order:

1 cup chocolate chips

1 cup coconut

1 cup white chocolate chips

1 cup chopped nuts or 1 cup crushed chocolate chex

1% cups mini marshmallows

Bake for 20 minutes, until chips are barely melted and marshmallows are lightly toasted brown.
Remove from oven and cool. for about an hour.
Cut into 24 bar cookies. Enjoy!

Milk Bone Dog Biscuits
1 cup hot milk

1/3 cup butter

1 teaspoon salt

1 egg, beaten

3 cups whole wheat flour

Heat the milk in a microwave on high power for 90 seconds. In large bowl pour hot milk over the
butter. Stir in salt and egg. Add flour, 1/2 cup at a time. Knead for a few minutes to form stiff
dough. Pat or roll to 1/2 inch thickness. Cut into bone shapes. Bake at 325 degrees for 50
minutes. Cool. They will dry out quite hard. Makes about 1 1/4 pounds of biscuits. Costs around
30 cents per pound.

During the Paper Clover Campaign your club could...

+ Have informational materials available to anyone interested in joining 4-H.

+ Contact local radio stations/newspapers and ask them to announce the promotion or make them aware of any arranged activities.

+ Ifamarquee sign is available, ask the manager to highlight the Paper Clover promotion on it.

+ Setup a “petting zoo” and have 4-Hers talk to customers about their animal projects. Drive 4-H Enrollment -Set up a table at the
store and have an enrollment drive for 4-H clubs. Or use this as a chance to gather contact information and engage the alumni in
the area.

¢ Perform an Animal-Themed Community Service Contact a local veterinarian to see if they would set up a vaccination clinic at the
TSC location. Predetermine what species would be applicable, what vaccines would be available and what the fee would be (For
example, a Rabies vaccine for dogs would cost $10 each). 4-H’ers could give demonstrations about animal health and the
importance of vaccinations and preventative care.

+ Contact a local animal shelter about having an adoption drive at the store location. 4-H'ers involved in pet projects could do
demonstrations about pet care, nutrition, or grooming. If the shelter does not do adoption drives, create posters with pictures and
information about the animals up for adoption.

+ Hold an animal food drive and customers shopping in TSC can buy food to put in a receptacle to be donated to the shelter.

+ Hold Additional Club Fundraisers - Have 4-H'ers bring their animals to talk about their project and also give the customers an
opportunity to have their picture taken for a small fee. Since this promotion runs through Easter, it could be a great opportunity to
theme the background of the photos for this holiday!

+ Gardening clubs could hold a plant sale at the store.
